e Residents and businesses near demolition sites can anticipate occasional noise and some
vibration from excavators and construction equipment, and the removal of debris.

e Monday to Saturday from 7:30 a.m. to 5:30 p.m.

CONSTRUCTION DETAILS

e Demolition contractor Green Infrastructure Partner Inc. will follow all City of Hamilton's best
practices for reducing dust from the demolition and clean-up.

e Demolition at each location aims to be completed within two weeks.

e Site restoration and recycling of materials should be completed within two weeks following the
demolition.

PEDESTRIAN DETAILS

e Pedestrians can expect temporary sidewalk closures during active demolition.

e Please take care when walking or cycling near demolition areas and watch for and obey
additional signs such as detours and dismounting.

e Be sureto cross the street ONLY at designated crosswalks. Always look both ways and wait for
the walk signal.
