Detail Description

As part of the preparatory works for the Finch West Light Rail Transit (LRT) line, crews continue
working on Toronto Hydro power poles on the souths side of the road at the intersection of Humber
College Blvd and Hwy 27. To safely complete this work the crews will close the eastbound cub lane
from Arboretum Blvd to Hwy 27 and sidewalk on the southside from Arboretum Blvd to Hwy27 from
Wednesday 19 of October to Friday 21% of October from 7 am to 4pm.

Minor field modifications may occur when needed to complete work safely and minimize impact
on the public.

There will be a Paid Duty Officer, flaggers, and detour signs to direct traffic, as needed.

We will continue monitoring noise and vibration levels during these activities to identify the need for
mitigative actions
