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What is happening?

Work continues along Queen Street to facilitate construction of the future Ontario Line
connection at Queen Station.

A full road closure remains in place from Bay Street to Victoria Street until late fall 2027. This
closure is needed to facilitate utility relocations and station construction.

Yonge Street, Bay Street and Victoria Street remain open.

Crews are working to relocate an existing hydro vault and complete basement modifications
within the Hudson'’s Bay building.

A portion of the south sidewalk on Queen Street in front of The Bay will be closed as shown
in the map above. Pedestrian access will be maintained.

Relocation work is expected to be completed by early 2024.

What to expect

Pedestrian access on the south side of Queen Street will be maintained via an accessible
pedestrian pathway shown in the map above. Pedestrians will be diverted to the middle of
the closed roadway for a portion of their journey. The north sidewalk will be open as
indicated in the map above.

Updates to pedestrian access routes will be provided as work progresses.

Clear pedestrian wayfinding will be in place to help guide people through the area.

Noise levels are not expected to increase from current levels.

Work may be postponed or rescheduled due to unforeseen circumstances.
