Slurry is a mix of water and clay and is used to stabilize soil prior
to construction. Itis prepared in a slurry plant before being
poured into trenches on site.

What is happening?

e Asearly as Friday, July 12, 2024, crews will begin construction of the underground concrete
support walls for the future Ontario Line interchange at Pape Station. Work to support
construction of the wall has already begun.

e The concrete wall is also known as a slurry wall. It is an underground concrete wall that will
provide a strong, waterproof foundation for the new station building. This construction
method is also used at the Sammon Ave emergency exit site and is commonly used for
buildings.

e Slurry is a mix of water and clay used to support the soil during construction. It is used to
stabilize excavated trenches before concrete being poured in.

hydromills, the slurry plant, cranes, excavators, bobcats, hand tools, and trucks can be
expected.

e A soundwall will be installed around parts of the site to minimize noise for surrounding
residences.

e Plywood hoarding will be installed around the site’s boundaries.

e Equipment pictured will be mobilized on the site.

e As part of this work, a streetlamp on the north side of Danforth Ave. will be relocated to the
south side of Danforth Ave.

e Construction equipment and materials will be secured within the work zones.

e Signage and safety barriers will be in place to delineate work zones.

e This work may be delayed due to inclement weather and/or unforeseen circumstances.
