Project Overview

Metrolinx is building a new 11 KM LRT line which will run along Finch Avenue West from Keele Street to
Highway 27, where it will turn, then travel south to the Humber College North Campus. The line will
feature 18 stops and will bring more transit connections and faster service to Northwest Toronto.

As part of the Finch West Light Rail Transit (LRT) Project, crews will be doing minor works and final paving
between Humber College Boulevard to Hwy 27. The work started on June 17, 2024, and will last until July
31, 2024, approximately.
