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Project Overview

Metrolinx's GO Expansion program is delivering more GO service across the network, including
trains every 15-minutes or better on the Lakeshore East Rail Corridor. To support GO Expansion,
we are upgrading the rail network and our GO stations to enable more frequent and fully
accessible services. To enable this improved service, we must widen the railway corridor in this
area including the bridges, to build an additional railway track and get ready for future
electrification of the route.

What is happening?

In late-October, construction crews will be working on the railway bridge over Warden Avenue
between Hollis and Danforth Avenues. We will need to close the road completely from October
25-28" and there will be partial closures from October 28%-8" November with a single lane open in
each direction.
