What is happening? 
 
• As early as Tuesday, October 22, crews will be working at the northwest corner of 449 

Carlaw Avenue (former Mobil gas station site) to construct a parking lot. 
• Excavation work is expected to start on Tuesday, October 22, followed by backfilling 

compaction, and asphalting work throughout the following two weeks.  
• Work is expected to take up to two (2) weeks to complete and will take place Monday – 

Friday, 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 

What to expect? 
• Work will involve excavation, 

backfilling, compaction, and 
asphalting. 

• Residents and businesses in the area 
may experience vibration due to 
compaction. 

o Crews will take measures to 
minimize vibration impacts 
wherever possible.  

• Work may be delayed due to 
inclement weather and/unforeseen 
circumstances.
