Pape Station Pump Testing  
Expected start date: as early as May 12, 2025 

Expected duration:  Approximately 10 days 

Hours of work: Monday – Sunday, 24 hours a day  

What is happening? 

• Starting as early as May 12, 2025, continual pump testing will take place within the site 
outlined in the map above for seven straight days.  

• In advance of the testing, there will be equipment on-site conducting pre-testing and 
flow optimization for two days. 

• Following the test, there will be one day of demobilization. 

What to expect 

• Minor noise from the pump can be expected, but no major impacts or disruptions will 
occur. 

• Work will occur seven days a week, including on Sunday.  
• Work will be contained within the work site. 

• Construction equipment and materials will be secured within the work zones. 
• Signage and safety barriers will be in place to delineate work zones.  

• There will be no impacts on TTC bus or subway service from this work.
