What You Need to Know

Castlefield Avenue will be closed on November 28 to December 1, 2025 in order to
facilitate rail crossing rehabilitation work. Work will be conducted 24/7 throughout the
weekend. Nearby residents and businesses can expect construction noise from heavy
equipment and machinery.

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WHAT TO EXPECT

Construction crews will be carrying out
rehabilitation work at the Castlefield
Avenue rail crossing.

Work includes the removal and
replacement of ballast, track panels,
and asphalt paving.

Nearby residents and businesses may
notice typical construction noise from
equipment and activity.

HOURS OF WORK

Work will take place continuously from
?:00 PM on Friday, November 28, until
6:00 AM on Monday, December 1.
Crews will be working around the
clock (day and night) throughout the
weekend to complete the project as
quickly as possible.

TRAFFIC DETAILS

A full road closure will be in place
along Castlefield Avenue, both east
and west of the rail crossing.
Vehicles will not be able to travel
across the rail corridor crossing.
Local traffic will continue to have
access to properties east and west of
the rail corridor.
